Resolution authorizing the City Manager to
enter into a contract for the Elmer Nelson
Bridge, a local government improvement
ltem: project; Project No. TR6244. Date: June 1, 2016

SUBJECT AND SUMMARY:

This project will remove an existing substandard wooden deck bridge on Elmer Nelson
Lane over Sand Creek and replace it with a bridge.

RELATIONSHIP TO COUNCIL GOALS:

This supports the Council’s goals to maintain, operate, and expand our
INFRASTRUCTURE to meet community needs, SUSTAINABLE, MANAGEABLE
GROWTH and KEEP _CITIZENS SAFE by providing a wider, smooth, safe road surface
for vehicular and pedestrian traffic.

CALL TO ACTION SCHEDULE:

A notice of intent to award letter was issued by the Engineering Division on May 13,
2016. City Council has 30 days to award the bid. Call to action schedule: June 1, 2016.

BACKGROUND:

The project will consist of the removal and replacement of an existing bridge on Elmer
Nelson Lane over Sand Creek. The existing bridge provides for a very narrow road
section. The new bridge will provide for safer pedestrian and bicycle access and
provide sidewalks over the new bridge. Miscellaneous utility adjustments will be
performed as necessary during construction.

Bids for the work were advertised on the City’s website, in the Grants Pass Daily
Courier, and in the Daily Journal of Commerce. The bid opening for this project was
May 12, 2016. Three bids were received, ranging from $384,482.50 to $485,304.03.

The lowest responsible bidder is Timber Mountain Construction, Inc. at $384.482.50.

This bid is above the Engineers Estimate of $332,552.50 and Staff recommends
awarding the bid to Timber Mountain Construction, Inc.

SUBJECT AND SUMMARY:

Isham Street at Booth Street has been blocked off by temporary barriers since 2015.
This project will make that closure permanent and install curb, gutter and sidewalk
across the former street section. In addition, a 2" water main in Isham Street will be
replaced with an 8” water main. Finally, the installation of 540 lineal feet of 12” storm
drain line will be installed in “G” Street to address ongoing storm drain problems in the
area.

RELATIONSHIP TO COUNCIL GOALS:

This supports the Council's goals to maintain, operate, and expand our
INFRASTRUCTURE to meet community needs by installing the water main and
improving storm drainage, and KEEP CITIZENS SAFE by providing a smooth, safe
road surface and installing sidewalks.

CALL TO ACTION SCHEDULE:

A notice of intent to award letter was issued by the Engineering Division on May 20,
2016. City Council has 30 days to award the bid. Call to action schedule: June 15,
2016.

BACKGROUND:

This project will include the installation of approximately 540 LF of new 12" storm drain
pipe and associated appurtenances; 320 LF of 12" Ductile Iron Water Pipe and
associated pipes and appurtenances; installation of approximately 280 LF of curb and
gutter, and 955 square feet of new sidewalk installation of new asphalt surfaces with
associated striping.

Bids for the work were advertised on the City’s website, in the Grants Pass Daily
Courier, and in the Daily Journal of Commerce. The bid opening for this project was
May 19, 2016. Four bids were received, ranging from $136,153.93 to $155,748.50

The lowest responsible bidder is Moser Paving, Inc. at $136,153.93. This bid is below
the Engineers Estimate of $156,729.50 and Staff recommends awarding the bid to
Moser Paving, Inc.

BACKGROUND:

City County Insurance Services (CIS), established by the League of Oregon Cities
(LOC) and the Association of Oregon Counties (AOC), has been providing property,
liability and automobile insurance coverage to the City through a combination of
insurance and self-insurance pools. They represent more than 98% of cities and 78%
of counties in Oregon.

The City has purchased its property, liability and automobile insurance through CIS
since 1986. CIS provides its Members a broad array of risk management services,
including risk financing, loss prevention and loss control programs, claims
management, legal representation, risk management consulting, data gathering,
information sharing, training and related services.

CIS has developed an excellent track record for service and cost containment.

COST IMPLICATION:

Revenue Source: The CIS premium is paid out of the General Fund. The annual
premium for FY’17 will be $447,399.91.

ALTERNATIVES:

Council can continue to purchase our insurance through CIS; or Council can direct staff
to find alternative insurance sources.

SUBJECT AND SUMMARY:

This resolution will continue the City’'s membership in the CIS Workers’ Compensation
Self-lnsurance Group.

RELATIONSHIP TO COUNCIL GOALS:

This supports Council's goal of LEADERSHIP by purchasing Workers’ Compensation
insurance coverage and services at a reasonable cost.

CALL TO ACTION SCHEDULE:

The CIS Coverage Policy must be renewed by July 1, 2016. Call to action schedule:
June 15, 2016.

BACKGROUND:

July 1, 2015, the City became part of the CIS Workers’ Compensation Self-Insurance
Group instead of being fully self-insured. The City is no longer required to maintain a
fund reserve of $1,000,000, nor purchase excess Workers’ Compensation insurance.
As such, this fiscal year the City’s Workers’ Compensation fund has seen a reduction of
$417,525.

CIS provides a single point of contact for claims processing. Claims processing is now
handled more efficiently and the cost of claims have been controlled by the employees’
timely return to work. Additionally, the City has improved access to the Employer-at-
Injury Program (EAIP). The program defrays employer costs by assisting in providing
transitional work during light duty and purchasing necessary equipment to
accommodate employees returning to work.

CIS has developed an excellent track record for service and cost containment.

COST IMPLICATION:

Revenue Source: The revenue source for the Workers’ Compensation Insurance
Fund comes from each operating division. Rates are unique based
on a percentage of payroll and job types in that operating division.

The minimum annual contribution for FY’17 will be $93,924 with a maximum total
additional risk of $320,402.

» |t was brought up that the lease says they need prior consent for the variance,
the Commission would like to confirm they have that consent.

¢ Alan Harper with AL;sIand Group — 130 A Street Ashland, OR 97520

s Mr. Harper let the Commission know that this was a very challenging project with
a challenging piece of property. His job is to get the design to work with this odd
piece of property. It is a narrow strip of land and trying to find an indoor industrial
use that will meet the land was difficult.

e |t was challenging - we wanted to build out as much of the side as possible, while
trying to respect as much of the code as possible. Had the building shift from a
more retail use to a more industrial look as it moves down foundry. Tried to meet
a balance between uses and keep a pedestrian feel at the retail area while
keeping with the spirit of the policy of the code.

¢ Willing to add windows in the back and made an amendment in the plan.

¢ To answer the Commissions question there was no formal consent on the lease
but they will be sending in forms to have written consent.

e Ken Emilio — Gospel Rescue Mission, 1300 Pinecrest Dr. Grants Pass, OR
97526
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+ In addressing concerns about the lease holders saying no to the request Mr.
Emilio said that they aren’t asking for anything more than they already have from
railroad. He is confident in the railroad granting permission

e They are asking the Commission to help make a multi-purpose facility that can
act as a food packaging area, a clothing donation area, a donation center, a thrift
store, and a shelter.

e The cut out in the front works well for a bus stop area for the children that are at
the shelter.

e “Commissioner Kellenbeck asked what happens to the entrance on Foundry,
what happens to it during the week? Is it a walk up or does someone park there
and try to walk in?

s Right now the access to the building is from the back of the building by the
parking lot. Foundry entrance is part of retail front, but no parking will be
accessible and it will mainly be used to get kids in and out.

e Bernie Beck 234 peppermint lane — Bernie owns property close by and is
concerned that this may attract more homeless to camp out in the surrounding
neighborhoods. She has concerns about the safety of the area.

¢ Lora let it be known that Public Safety had their own concerns when the sobering
center went in and they said additional forces would be put in the area to avoid
that happening. With the addition of the sobering center these people may be
there rather than on the street.

« Mr. Emilio let it be known that they have been restricting services and increasing
standards to keep unsavory people away.

e Mr. Harper let the Commission know that the cross access easement is only on
railroad property and asked that the condition be modified to reflect that the
easement permissions will not be required.

+ The commission asked Lora if the number should be kept in the discretionary.
Lora said to keep it in the motion a staff is going to amend the recommendation
on the staff report. The applicant is comfortable with the time frame of May 11th.

Ordinance amending Grants Pass Municipal
Code Chapter 9.21 Sign Standards, Sections
9.21.610, 9.21.630 and 9.21.640 ~ Temporary
Item: Political Signs. Date: June 1, 2016

SUBJECT AND SUMMARY:

The proposal is an ordinance amending allowable temporary political signs in the City of
Grants Pass.

RELATIONSHIP TO COUNCIL GOALS:

This supports Council’s goals to KEEP CITIZENS SAFE by providing a safe
environment for the traveling public.

CALL TO ACTION SCHEDULE:

Call to action schedule: N/A

BACKGROUND:

Grants Pass Municipal Code Sections 9.21.610- 9.21-650 defines the use for temporary
political sign standards for commercial, industrial and residential zones. The existing
provisions do not limit the number of signs allowed or the height of signs. For
commercial and industrial zones, signs are limited in size to 32-square-feet. Signs in
the residential zones are limited to 3 square feet.

The current Code does not address the combining of signs on a support structure or a
height limitation. The lack of such provisions allows for a virtual wall of signs to be
installed without a permit or building safety/engineering requirements. As signs are
generally installed adjacent to a public right-of-way, this could cause a safety hazard for
passing vehicles. The wind storms Grants Pass experienced this spring knocked over
several temporary signs (at least one which was a combined sign approximately 400
square feet in size and 16 feet high along the Parkway). This situation could have
caused damage to passing motorists. The proposed amendment would limit the size
and maximum height of a temporary sign to 6 ft., and would limit the size of combined
signs (those on a shared support) to the maximum square footage allowed in the
respective zone.

ITEM: 3.a. ORDINANCE AMENDING GRANTS PASS MUNICIPAL CODE
CHAPTER 9.21 SIGN STANDARDS, SECTIONS 9.21.610, 9.21.630 AND
9.21.640 ~ TEMPORARY POLITICAL SIGNS.
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Staff Report (continued):

The proposed amendment to Section 9.21.610, provides clear definitions for temporary
political signs:

A. Temporary Political Yard Signs are those signs which are 3 square feet or
less with individual support.

B. Temporary Political Oversized Signs are those signs which are a
maximum of 32 square feet in size with individual support.

The proposed amendment to Sections 9.21.630 and 9.21.640, still allows for unlimited
“yard” signs in the commercial, industrial and residential zones, and three 32-square-
feet “oversized” signs in the commercial and industrial zones. However, if the signs are
mounted on a common support structure, the overall sighage cannot exceed the size
allowed in the respective zone, and cannot exceed 6 feet in height.

9.21.630 Temporary Political Signs in Industrial and Commercial Zones

There is no limit to the number of temporary political yard signs which may be placed on

property in the industrial or commercial zones.

A maximum of three (3) temporary political oversized signs are allowed per property. If

signs are attached to the same support, the overall signage cannot exceed 32 square

feet and six feet in height.

9.21.640 Temporary Political Yard Signs in Residential Zones

There is no limit to the number of temporary political yard signs which may be placed on
a single lot in a residential zone. If signs are attached to the same _support, the overall

area cannot exceed 3 square feet and six feet in height. However-each-sigh-cannot

2. ltis appropriate to review and make modifications to code provisions from time to
time in order to address changing needs and provide for public safety; and

3. The proposed amendments are consistent with preserving the aesthetic quality
of the City of Grants Pass; and

4. The proposed amendments to regulate temporary political signage are in
keeping with the goals of the City Council to keep citizens safe.

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY OF GRANTS PASS HEREBY ORDAINS:

Section 1.  The City hereby adopts the proposed amendments to the Grants Pass
Municipal Code Chapter 9.21, Sign Standards, Sections 9.21.610,
9.21.630 and 9.21.640 Temporary Political Signs as set forth in Exhibit 1.

0.21.630 Temporary Political Signs in Industrial and Commercial Zones

There is no limit to the number of temporary political yard signs which may be placed on
property in the industrial or commercial zones.

A maximum of three (3) temporary political oversized signs are aliowed per property. If
signs are attached to the same support, the overall signage cannot exceed 32 square
feet and six feet in height.

9.21.640 Temporary Political Yard Signs in Residential Zones

There is no limit to the number of temporary political yard signs which may be placed on
a single lot in a residential zone. If signs are attached to the same support, the overall
area cannot exceed 3 square feet and six feet in height.

9.21.650 Enforcement

A. Candidates shall remove and City employees are authorized to remove
and dispose of any sign which does not have a valid sign permit and which
is located on or over public property or public right of way.
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Candidates shall remove and City employees are authorized to remove
and dispose of any temporary political sign erected earlier than 11 weeks
prior to the applicable election or not removed within one week after the
applicable election.

This resolution amends the comprehensive fee schedule by adding a fee for social
gaming licenses.

RELATIONSHIP TO COUNCIL GOALS:

This supports Council's goal of LEADERSHIP by effectively managing and
communicating the fees and charges of the City and by maintaining the fiscal health of
the City.

CALL TO ACTION SCHEDULE:

The Social Gaming Ordinance will take effect on June 2, 2016. The fee schedule
should be amended prior to that date in order to accommodate applicants. Call to
action schedule: June 1, 2016.

BACKGROUND:

The City Council implemented an ordinance permitting social gaming businesses. The
ordinance provides that there will be a license fee, set by resolution.
